General Features:
Dr. Clavier’s presentations are stylized to school's culture, curriculum, student grade levels, and parent community. Where appropriate, special focus will be given to single-gender and boarding school students. Lectures for students are customized for each grade level.  The lectures are 1 hour and 30 minutes, with a 30 minute student question and answer period.  Should an assembly lecture be desired, the topics would be tailored accordingly and the length of the lecture would be determined with Dr. Clavier. Professional development lectures for faculty may be offered during the lunch period or after school. Parent information lectures are 1.5 hours, with a 30 minute Q&A period. Dr. Clavier's book "Teen Brain, Teen Mind", will be available for sale (and signing) for $25.00 each, with a $5.00 donation (per book sold) to the host school or Parent Association.  

Lecture Topics:
· Teen Brain, Teen Mind: Brain development research tells us why teenagers think and act the way they do. This is a must-see presentation for parents and educators alike. 
· Motivation: Young people often fail to live up to parental or teacher expectations. This presentation explains the psychological basis of motivation and underachievement in academic, family and social settings.

· Self-esteem: Young people are most vulnerable when they don’t feel good about themselves. This presentation offers students, parents and educators practical strategies for resisting risky lifestyle choices.

· Bullying: Empathy and empowerment are the best combination in fighting this growing menace to youth security. This presentation offers practical and effective intervention strategies for students, parents and educators. 

· Rules: Rule setting, compliance and enforcement are always contentious issues at home and in school. This presentation offers a model of democratic socialization that replaces the confusion with consistent, consensual, and effective governance.  

· The Neurological Development of Morality: Everyone suffers from unethical behaviours such as cheating, sexual harassment, and vandalism. This presentation explains the neural underpinnings of how young people come to distinguish right from wrong, and opens new perspectives on what is and is not acceptable in our technologically-driven society.   

· Career decisions: Too many young people feel lost and anxious about course and career choices. This presentation takes a scientific approach to careers, anchored in passion, focused on social contribution, and giving direction and meaning to course selection.

· Alcohol and Other Drugs: Substance abuse is the single most powerful impediment to personal, social and academic success. · Relationships: This presentation looks at responsibility in sexual and non-sexual situations. Junior school topics focus on socializing, and explaining the cognitive implications of puberty. Senior school topics focus on intimacy, commitment, responsibility, sexuality relationships.
