Student lectures:

· Broken into grade levels: 5-6; 7-8; 9-10 and 11-12 in high schools.

· Traditionally 1 hour and 30 minutes, incorporating a 30 minute Q & A period. 
· For all-grade-level, auditorium style lectures, the topics would be tailored accordingly and the length of the lecture would be determined with Dr. Clavier.

Faculty lectures
Faculty lectures may be offered during the lunch period or after school.  Dr. Clavier prefers an open deck style lecture to allow for questions and answers and to assist the faculty with issues in their grades. Length of lecture to be determined jointly by Dr. Clavier and by faculty.

The Parent Evening lecture may be tailored from the above topics and to your

specifications regarding your school's culture.  It is customary for the lecture to run from 1900-2030 and a 30 minute question and answer period with book signing.
